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Commenting the Home Office consultation “Earning the right to 
stay: A new Points Based Test for citizenship”, the Co-
Chairmen of the Cross Party Group on Balanced Migration, 
Frank Field MP and Nicholas Soames MP said: 

"This is a welcome step forward.  We will never get our 
population under control if we continue to allow almost 
automatic settlement for all economic migrants.  There must be 
a limit for the number of new citizens otherwise the population 
will continue to grow, hitting 70 million in less than twenty 
years time."
